Welcome to our first Nursery newsletter for this year. We dare looking forward to the children settling in and

making lots of new friends. They will soon learn the nursery routines and we cannot wait to have some stay and play
sessions with you throughout the year.

We will all do our best to help with any problems dnd queries you may have, so pledse if you dre worried dbout anything,
or dre unclear dbout our routines, just ask — we're very friendly!

This ferm children will learn about playing with others, the behaviour that is expected in Nursery and becoming familiar
with the setting. They will think about their families and friends. They will begin fo talk about their feelings and begin
to learn how others may have different feelings fo them. Children will also think about how they have changed since
they were babies.

Maths

In maths we will be doing lots of counting acfivities,
representing numbers using fingers, talking about
numbers specidl to the children and singing lots of
number-based nursery rhymes and songs.

We will talk to the children about immediate past and
future, using the vocabulary, ‘before’, ‘later’ or ‘soon’
We will also talk about the position of objects and
edach other using words such as under, on, inside,
between etc.

Literacy
In literacy we will be encouraging the children to
make marks with a variety of different materials. We
want them to give meaning to the marks they make -
to talk dbout their pictures and their ‘writing. We will
read lots of books about our topic, as well as favourite
books dnd traditionadl tdles.

Please note that we cannot guarantee additional
sessions, and these will be reviewed on a termly
basis. We ask that children chose either packed
lunch or d school meal for a half term — we cannot
mix and match during the ferm or week.
