Our class novel for this half term is ‘Kensuke’s
Kingdom’ by Michael Morpurgo. It follows the
story of a boy who sets sail on the trip of a
lifetime with his family but is washed up on a
deserted island and has to learn how to survive.
It explores the themes of friendship, loss and
exploration. The children will complete various
writing tasks inspired by the novel and our topic
such as: a logbook, dramatic writing and even
our own survivor story. Children will be
developing their reading comprehension through
discussion and questioning surrounding the text
as well as extracts from a variety of genres
linking into our Geography based topic.

Living things and their habitats.

The children will learn about the classification of
living things. They will find out about the
standard system of classification first developed
by Carl Linnaeus, choosing an animal and
researching its classification. They will learn
about micro-organisms and conduct an
investigation into the growth of mould on bread.
