In Maths we will be…

• adding and subtracting 4-digit numbers 
with more than 1 exchange.

• investigating multiplication and division 
strategies with 3x, 6x, 9x, 7x, 11x and 12x 
tables

• multiplying and dividing by 10, 100 and 
1000s.

• Calculating perimeter of rectilinear 
shapes. 

English

In English we will be …

• reading ‘The Chocolate Touch’ by Patrick 
Skene Catling.

• writing a letter to the main character John 
Midas, persuading him to eat vegetables 
instead of chocolate.

• using VIPERS skills to analyse  the book ‘A 
Journey Through the Digestive System’.

• reading with your child as much as possible.
• helping them to complete their homework neatly and 
on time.

• talking to your child about their learning and
encouraging them to share their new learning
with others.
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Science
To answer our science-themed ‘Big Question’ 
the children will be:

• learning how their food is digested by 
following its journey through their digestive 
system.
• investigating how different teeth do different 
jobs.
• observing the effect sugar and other foods 
have on teeth.
• creating food chains incorporating words 
such as predator, producer and prey.

RE
What are the deeper meanings of 

festivals? 
Children will research and compare religious 

festivals which are important to Christian, Sikh, 
Jewish and Hindu people. They will consider 
their history and why these festivals are still 

celebrated in modern times.

• recognising the importance and 
difficulties associated with Fair Trade.

We will 
be setting weekly times table homework on 
Seesaw and the expectation is to learn ALL 
tables facts up to 12X12.
