Courage

maths
• We will be using White Rose Maths planning for 

our learning. Our main focus this half term will be 
place value within 10. The children will be doing 
lots of counting forwards and backwards, sorting, 
matching and comparing objects and numbers, 
and using mathematical language such as; more, 
less, same, equivalent, equals, fewer and greater. 

• The children will also be introduced to the 
number line.

• They will continue to use concrete materials such 
as Numicon, ten frames, counters and cubes to 
support with mathematical thinking, reasoning 
and problem solving. 

English
• We will continue to use Little Wandle to recap 

Phase 2, 3 and 4 sounds and tricky words. Then 
we will begin to learn our Phase 5 sounds and 
tricky words. 

• The children will continue to read 3 times per 
week in small reading groups.

• We will be reading Odd Dog Out, Something Else 
and Supertato . We will use these books to write 
simple sentences using capital letters, finger 
spaces and full stops, also focusing on letter 
formation and handwriting.

• The children will learn and perform the poem 
‘When the Wind Blows’ by John Foster. They will 
also use musical instruments to add effect. 

• The children will go on an Autumn sensory walk to 
support them with writing their own Autumn 
sensory list poem.
