maths
• We will be continuing with our multiplication and 

division topic, then moving on to fractions, place 
value to 100 and money. We will have an 
immersive day learning all about how to tell the 
time.

• The children will practise reading and writing 
number sentences and continue to count forwards 
and backwards, and sorting, matching and 
comparing objects and numbers to 100.

• We will continue to use concrete materials such as 
Numicon, ten frames, counters and cubes to 
support with mathematical thinking, reasoning and 
problem solving. 

English
• We will continue to practise learning our phonics, 

recapping Phase 4 and Phase 5 sounds and tricky 
words. The phonics screening is the week 

commencing 10th June.
• The children will continue to read three times per 

week in small reading groups.

• Our main story this half term is "Old Bear" by Jane 
Hissey.  We will use this book to continue to write 
simple sentences using capital letters, finger 

spaces and full stops, also focusing on letter 
formation and handwriting.

• The children will also be practising their spellings 

using their phonics knowledge, and we will 
be learning how to write prefixes and suffixes.

Everyday materials

What materials will make a boat float?
• The children will learn to distinguish between 

which materials are in a range of objects. They will 
identify and name a variety of everyday materials 
including wood, plastic, glass, metal, water and 

rock. They will describe their properties and 
compare them based on the physical properties.

RE
Who is Jewish and how do they live?

• The children will be learning about the Jewish 
religion. We will look at special Jewish objects 
and prayers. They will learn about special 
celebration events such as Hanukkah.

• The children will also reflect on their own 
lives and talk about objects and celebrations 
that are special to them.
